


 UB to hold Open Day on 26 August 
The Ballarat campuses of the University of Ballarat will host the 2007 Open Day on Sunday, 26 August, showcasing their accredited 
courses and state-of-the-art facilities to prospective students and their families.  
 

The Mt Helen, SMB and Camp Street campuses will be open from 10am to 3pm, with a free bus operating between the three campuses.  
 

Open Day aims to provide information on University life and knowledge about the various TAFE and University courses.  
 

The University has many exciting and interesting activities running on all three Ballarat campuses. You can:

Entertainment on the day will include a one-man play from comedian Alan Brough, a ghost tour of the SMB Campus, footy clinic, 
mountain boarding, music and lots of activities.  
 

Emma Sbardella, Team Leader of Student Recruitment, said students will be able to learn and appreciate the many benefits of UB by 
attending the Open Day.  
 

“We have a wide variety of courses on offer, and there will be a large number of helpful staff members available to inform prospective 
students about the courses,” Ms Sbardella said.  
 

“A variety of workshops, talks, tours and information sessions will be held at all three campuses."  
 

Ms Sbardella said deciding on a career could be a difficult time for prospective students.  
 

“Not only do students have to select the right course for them, but they also have to decide which type of institution they want to study at 
– Higher Education or TAFE. At UB you get both,” she said.  
 

“Many students also have to move out of home for the first time. The University of Ballarat understands the importance of supporting 
students who are living away from home and we are keen to guide any prospective students through the decisions they have to make.”  
 

Former students are also encouraged to attend, and to invite their family, friends and members of the community who have always 
wanted to visit any of UB’s campuses.  
 
 

New science degree at UB 
The University of Ballarat will introduce a new Bachelor of Science degree from next year to meet growing student demand.  
 

“Our innovative science degree will provide direct career pathways for graduates,” Vice-Chancellor, Professor David Battersby, said.  
 

“The new Bachelor of Science is designed to attract students with diverse educational backgrounds and an interest in science.  
 

“It will be a versatile degree that accommodates an enormous variety of student interests and career aspirations.  
 

“It is founded in the principle that students are best placed to design their own curriculum (with appropriate guidance) and that this 
flexibility is essential to turn around the perceived lack of relevance science attracts in our society.”  
 

The main focus of the Bachelor of Science is to provide a state-of-the–art foundation in modern scientific principles and theories with a 
stream of course units touching on all the major science disciplines.  
 

The course will then allow flexibility in designing major and minor streams. Students choose from an extensive range of subjects in 
established, newly emerging, general and specialist sciences, all of which are underpinned by research.  
 

For example, the University's active beer researchers will favour the micro-biology stream; toxicology units will be centred on our region 
where researchers are considering the impacts of arsenic on humans and the eco-system; and bio-medical technology will be taught by 
researchers who publish in the best cancer journals. Even the emerging field of medical geology will be an option for these students.  
 

Non-science studies may also be included and the Bachelor of Science is designed to dovetail into various joint programs including the 
B.Ed/BSc.  
 

The Bachelor of Science also equips students with generic skills demanded by employers and graduates can aspire to a great diversity of 
careers.  
 

In addition, from 2008 the University will be offering new courses across a range of disciplines including biomedical science, science, 
mathematical sciences, early childhood teaching, nursing, paramedicine, applied management studies, mental health and education.  
 

“This is probably the largest suite of new courses the University has offered in its history and it demonstrates the maturity of the institution 
and the confidence it has in its future,” Professor Battersby said.  
 

“Students studying at UB can gain an undergraduate degree in three to four years that has direct career pathways.”  
 

Additional HECS places will be available at UB in 2008 to cope with the increased demand for these new courses.
