«< Bachelor of Arts/Bachelor of
Education

The Bachelor of Arts coupled with a
Bachelor of Education in a joint degree
will prepare graduates, with a particular
emphasis on rural and regional needs, for
a career as a secondary teacher. The
proposed degree will provide the
education theory and practicum to teach
Liberal Arts education at secondary level
until year 12. The Bachelor of
Arts/Bachelor of Education course is
designed to give graduates a strong
foundation in the areas of LOTE,
Psychology, Literature, History, Social
Sciences, Philosophy, Indigenous Studies
and the necessary teaching skills to be
effective teachers at the secondary school
level.

«< Bachelor of Mathematical
Sciences/Bachelor of
Education

The Bachelor of Mathematical
Sciences/Bachelor of Education is
designed to give graduates a foundation
in the mathematical sciences and the
necessary teaching skills to be effective
teachers at the secondary school level.
The mathematics units have been
particularly designed to enable students to
relate mathematics to other areas of the
curriculum and the world outside the
classroom. Along with the good teaching
skills learnt in the education units, this
type of curriculum will prepare students to
be mathematics teachers who will be able
to connect mathematics to real
applications and to appreciate the
importance of mathematics. In Victoria,
secondary school students are being
exposed to the latest technology in
mathematics such as computer algebra
systems and graphing and statistical
software. The mathematics units in the
joint degree have been developed to
incorporate this technology whenever

appropriate to assist undergraduate
students to teach using this most up-to-
date technology.

< Bachelor of Science/Bachelor

of Education

The Bachelor of Education coupled with a
Bachelor of Science in a joint degree
would prepare graduates, with a particular
emphasis on rural and regional needs, for
a career as secondary teachers. The
proposed degree will provide the
education theory and practicum to teach
science at secondary level until year 12.
The Bachelor of Science/ Bachelor of
Education is designed to give graduates a
strong foundation in the sciences and the
necessary teaching skills to be effective
teachers at the secondary school level.
The joint degree will meet the needs of
students wishing to complete a pre-
service teacher education program, and
will also prepare them to move into a
range of other options in science.

< Bachelor of Teaching (Early

Childhood Education)

This course offers opportunities for
qualified child care workers in the early
childhood field to achieve professional
status as a teacher. The course has been
designed to build upon students’ existing
knowledge and focus on the development
of the professional attributes of teaching.

Applicants will have completed a Diploma
of Children’s Services or an approved
equivalent.

< Bachelor of Technology

Education

The degree is designed to meet the needs
of students wishing to complete a pre-
service teacher education program, and
will prepare them to move into a range of
options in technology studies, such as
materials, metals, food technology,
systems and textiles. An Advanced
Program is provided for applicants who
have approved industrial experience. The
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advanced program is looking to attract
trade qualified entrants and offer
advanced standing into this degree
course. All students will be offered the
opportunity to complete the Certificate IV
in Training and Assessment through SMB
campus of the University of Ballarat to
meet Victorian Institute of Teaching
registration requirements. The School of
Education will consult with the School of
Human Services to provide this
requirement. Those students accepting
this option will graduate with a Bachelor of
Technology Education and a Certificate 1V
in Training and Assessment.

< Graduate Certificate in

Education (Professional
Learning)

The proposed Graduate Certificate of
Education (Professional Learning) will
enable educators to gain a post graduate
qualification within a semester of full time
study. The Graduate Certificate of
Education (Professional Learning) is
regarded as the first half of a fifth year of
higher education study and as such may
articulate with relevant Graduate Diploma
of Education courses.

The teaching and learning activities will
encourage participants to draw upon
personal understanding of issues relating
to identified areas of professional
learning, as well as the current body of
professional and academic research
relevant to their professional / personal
learning plan.

In the first instance, the Graduate
Certificate of Education (Professional
Learning) will be offered as a full-fee
course in 2008 which will provide targeted
professional learning for 8 Koori
Education Development Officers. This
course will be offered on future occasions
to meet the professional learning needs of
particular groups of educators. In each
instance a business case will be
developed to determine the minimum
cohort for which a targeted fee paying
program will proceed.

< Master of Education Studies

The Master of Education Studies offers a
suite of units (core and elective) with
multiple entry and exit points. The
intention is to provide students with
maximum flexibility within structured
pathways that support their success. This
approach is underpinned by an education
philosophy that recognises students as
self-actualising learners, particularly when
they are professionals with relevant
experience and expertise. The aim is to
centre their expertise, common interests
and understandings and build on collegial
networks within the course structure. This
will enable students to support each other,
increasingly gain confidence as
researchers and succeed with course
requirements that are sequenced to
facilitate completion.

It is anticipated that a number of students
will proceed from the Master of Education
Studies into research degrees and,
towards this end, the course is structured
around core units that introduce students
to fundamental aspects of research.
Through multiple assignments, they will
be given the opportunity to explore ways
of constructing themselves as
researchers.

Students who do not wish to undertake
research, have the choice of completing a
Master of Education Studies by course
work only and the programme is designed
to make this a rewarding and exciting
option. A number of elective units will be
available on a rotating and predictable
two-year cycle. This will allow students to
plan their studies and will allow the School
of Education (SoE) to be responsive to
particular interests as these develop,
particularly for cohorts of site-based
students. All units will be supported
through on-line materials and discussion
forums.

The School of Education offers a full range of
pre-service education programs for primary,
middle school (p-10) and secondary
teaching, as well as a range of post-initial
courses in specialised areas such as
Educational Administration, Computers in
Education, Curriculum and Policy Studies,
and Tertiary Education.
